First day:  

------Exit from origin place.
18:00 Arrival to the camp and installation for lodging.

10:00 Transfer to the plain of "El Encanto" ("the Charm"); visit to the cascade of The Charm, call "The Cathedral of the Nature", to be housed inside a canyon with walls of about 100 meters high and with single 4 meters in it narrow part, being able to swim in the puddle that forms in their fall, and those more intrepid to happen for behind of the curtain of water.  
11:30 beginning of the first descent of the river, tract “El Encanto - La Palmilla (several activities, time approximate 2 1/2 hours).  

14:00 Arrival to the hanging bridge of The Palmilla.  

14:15 Tyrolean in the Palmilla.  

14:45 Transfer to the Camp.  

15:00 Arrival to the camp, time for a shower.  

15:30 Meals.  

17:30 Visit to the town of Tlapacoyán, free time.  

19:00 Return to the camp.

11:30 Arrival and visit to “Pancho Poza” Ecological Reservation (Altotonga, Ver.); early walk of 2 Km. along a canyon with a stream of crystalline waters with a beautiful cascade, access to the springs where the water comes from the rock conforming the birth of the river Alseseca, afluent of the Filobobos to finish with a duck in puddles that acts as natural jacuzzis.  
14:00 Transfer to the camp.  

15:00 Arrival to the camp, time for a shower.  

15:30 Meals.  

17:00 Free time (pool, living room games, view landscape, walk surroundings).    

20:00 Dinner in the camp.

Fourth day:  

08:30 Breakfast.  

09:30 Transfer to Cuauzapotitlan to begin the second descent in the tract "Alto Filo – El Filo", it begins with a journey for land of approximately 20 kilometers, until arriving to the high part of the river with vegetation of pines where it is necessary to descend of the order of 300 meters for a narrow sidewalk with beautiful landscapes until arriving at the river where the rafts will be waiting to begin the descent along the more narrow passage of the river Filobobos, with beautiful panoramic views, a spring in cascade where is possible took a natural shower with water purified by the nature, thanks to the infiltration process that has the rain water, also visits a grotto with an underground river, puddles for pungles and other attractiveness, duration approx. 5 hours.   

14:30 Arrival to the bridge of "El Filo."

11:00 Arrival to "El Tajín", this archaeological area is the most important prehispanic city of the state of Veracruz whose maximum splendor was given among the years 800 and 1200 a. d., has a blinding architecture that reaches its climax with the Pyramid of Los Nichos (The Niches), it has 17 ball games and place museum, besides the permanent show of The Flyers from Papantla. 
13:00 Exit from "El Tajín" toward Papantla, visit to the City.  

14:30 Transfer to bungalows in Casitas beach.  

15:30 Arrival to the bungalows, installation for lodging.  

16:00 Meals in the restaurant “Coco Loco” ( "Crazy Coconut").  

17:00 Free time (rest, walk in beach, games).  

20:00 Dinner in the restaurant "Crazy Coconut."  

------- Spends the night at Casitas.  

Sixth day:

10:30 Transfer to the swamp (“Cienaga del Fuerte”), close to Costa Esmeralda, beautiful marshy area in which will introduce in boats of plane bottom impelled with sticks wooden type trajinera (boats) of Xochimilco, the journey is for a net of narrow channels, skirted by a dense vegetation and inhabited by a great variety of smaller species as armadillos, badgers, otter and diverse types of birds and snakes of water; in the wider channels  the iris is observed in flowering with white and violets tones that form beautiful squares painted by the nature. An entire delight for the lovers of the nature and of the picture, the photos that can be obtained here are of collection. Duration approx. of 2 1/2 hours

15:00 Meals in restaurant "Crazy Coconut."

Seventh day:  

O9:00 Breakfast.  

10:30 Exit for a trip by boat for the marsh of Casitas, visit to a beautiful area of swamps, being introduced in motor boats, the journey is for a well-known alone net of channels for the fishermen of the area, skirted by a dense vegetation and inhabited by a smaller great variety of species being able to end up being observed crocodiles in some parts, as well as diverse types of birds and snakes of water. A good place for the lovers of the nature and of the picture, the photos that can be obtained here are unique.

14:00 Rest and time for beach.  

15:30 Meals in restaurant "Crazy Coconut."  

17:00 Free time.

Eighth day:

11:00 Arrival to the cascade of Tomata, visit to a beautiful fall of approximately 60 meters and a width 10 meters, for their location, during the course of the day are formed rainbows, double or triples that are an entire show, mainly at noon, here you can see what is of an old bridge for the crossing of the river Alseseca affluent of the river Bobos, in what was the real road from Atzalan to Tlapacoyan. Between the bridge and the cascade it is formed a puddle in which you can swim. This cascade is one of the representative symbols of Tlapacoyan and pride of the natural beauties that there are in the surroundings.   
14:00 Meals with meat roasted in the cascade.
